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RoHS Statement – Flow Measurement and Monitoring Products 

Racine Federated Inc. is a supplier of industrial and municipal flow monitoring, measuring and 
control instrumentation.  Racine Federated instruments are supplied to the European market 
under several brand names including: Blancett, Dynasonics, Flo-Tech, Hedland, Preso and Racine 
Vortex. 

“RoHS Recast” Directive 2011/65/EU was adopted on June 8, 2011 and published in the Official 
Journal of the European Union on July 1, 2011, thereby establishing its effective dates.  It repeals 
the original RoHS Directive, 2002/95/EC.  The 2011/65/EU directive specifies its scope of 
coverage in Annex 1, Categories 1-11.  In addition, Article 4, Paragraph 3, states that the directive 
shall apply to industrial monitoring and control instruments which are placed on the market from 
22 July 2017. 

The products supplied by Racine Federated’s flow measurement and monitoring product 
brands are included in category 9 “Monitoring and control instruments including industrial 
monitoring and control instruments”.   The industrial products in category 9 are exempt from 
the RoHS directive until July 22, 2017.   

 While 2011/65/EU presently exempts products supplied by RFI’s flow meter divisions until July 
22, 2017, compliance of our products to this European directive, and similar directives from other 
regions, are imminent.  Racine Federated is committed to meeting directive revisions as they are 
ratified, and the company is taking a proactive approach to new product design, manufacturing 
and procurement processes.
